Safety for Camper Travel
If a flight is canceled, call Kanuga immediately at 828-692-9136.

Before travel, talk to your children about:
-Strangers
-Using seatbelts on vans, buses and airplanes
-Identifying the Kanuga Staff designated pick-up (dressed in a green Kanuga Staff shirt)
-Kanuga travel safety rules
e Campers must be sitting down
Campers must wear a seatbelt
One camper to a seatbelt
Noise should be kept down so the driver is not distracted
Do not throw things
Only enter/leave the vehicle under direction of a staff member
